All horses entered in the futurities must have stalls prepaid and reserved.
Two Year Old Western Pleasure and Junior Hunter under Saddle are
open to both Regular Registry and Solid Paint Bred Horses. Yearling
Longe Line is limited to Regular Registry Horses.
All horses entered in the futurity classes must enter in the corresgondi
APHA class.
Class winners will be determined by the total placings of all eligible
judges.
Horses must be shown under all eligible judges to qualify for any portion
of the purse. The same exhibitor must show the same horse under all
eligible judgesn a class, including eliminations and finals.
Late entries will be accepted in all classes until 6 PM the night before the
first go around of the classes, with the appropriate late fees.
No refunds will be paid.
Each judge will place ten horses, prowddbat many are entered. Only 6
places will be announced under each judge. The top ten overall places
will be announced. All placings will be posted.
Ties for money and awards for all classes will be broken using general
show rules.

Adding Classes

Individuals may add a class until 6 pm the night before the class is to be held. All fees must be paid at the
time of enty or either an open signed check or credit card in&tion musbe left in the office. There are

no late fees to add an NSBARHA, WCHA or APHA class IF the horse is already entered in the show.
There are additional fees to add Futurity, Maturity or Stakes classes. Horses on a flat fee can add classes ¢
the show, but are subject to paying the regular class fees. Added classes are not part of the flat fee.

Arena Gate Calls/Holding Pen Procedure
There will be a holding pen for all performance classes, except reining, cattle classes, speed events anc
longe line. A tweminute holding pen call will be enforced. When possible, class splits will be posted at
least one hour prior to the class. Otherwise, determination of classes to be split will be made in the holding
pen. Once in the holding pen, exhibfavill not be allowed to leave the pen. Anyone exiting the pen will
not be allowed in the class.Only Exhibitors will be allowed in the holding pen. No spraying in the
holding pen or alleyway. The omeinute gate call will be enforced for all othelasses; reining, cattle

classes, speed event s, l onge |line and halter.

The Overall Congress Horse will be based on the horse earning the most points, regardless of division. All
classes count, except for letide. At least one halter classrequired.

Award Presentations
In individual working classes, exhibitors are required to return to the arena for the awards presentation upon
completion of judging. Exhibitors wishing to have awards shipped to them will be assessed shipping
charges.

If time permits, any break(s) will be announced daily by the announcer

Class Splits
If the number of entries in any class exceeds the number which can be judged in one group, the class will be
split and the top horses in each split will be lyiouback to be judged for class awards.

Credit/Debit Cards

A credit card or debit card information may be provided to the office for fees incurred during the show. If
the card fails to clear for these expenses, an additional®&8@ill be assessed.
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Disqualification
Any exhibitor, horse or owner disqualified from a class for any reason will not receive a refund. When
disqualification by the Show Management or any Show Official occurs, the decision is final.

Drug Testing
A horse cannot be shown in any class if that animal has been administered a prohibited substance in an
manner. Prohibited substances are those set forth in the current APHA Rule Book. See APHA-Rule SC
085. A medication report must be filed with Show Mgement (in accordance with the rule) when
conditionally prohibited substances are used. Drug testing for medications (urineasdlivdlood) shall
be made in compliance with the current APHA rulebook in any event, at the total discretion of the
veteinarians(s), show steward(s) or show management. Horses entered and shown jiNR&RBA and
WCHA classes will be subject the rules from those respective associations.

Exhibitor Agreement
By submitting an entry, an exhibitor agrees to abide by ksras set forth by the APHA, KPHAVCHA,
NRHA, and the NSBA, when entering classes sanctioned by any of these organizallidesisions made
by management are final.

Final Interpretation of Rules

The KPHA will in no way be responsible for any loss, damage, or injury to horses exhibited or any article of
any kind that may be lost, stolen, destroyed or in any way injured. Each exhibitor will be solely responsible
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for any loss,injury, or damage done to, occasioned by or arising from any horses or article owned or
exhibited by him/her. The exhibitor shall indemnify the KPHA and its employees against all legal or other
proceedings, claims or demands of any kind or nature indeghereto or that may arise from negligence

of person in charge of any such horses or articles.

Policies on Check Cashing
The Kansas Paint Horse Association will not cash any personal ch&ok8TM is available in the show
office.

Postmarks and Late  Entry Change
Only postmarks from an official Post Office are acceptable (postal meters are not acceptable) and used in
determining any and all deadlines regarding entries, cancellations, etc. Any entry deadline that falls on a
day the U.S. Post Office it open for business shall be due as follows: A postmark on or before midnight
of the next business day immediately following the entry deadline is acceptable. Postmark dates on
registered or certified mail will be accepted.

Refunds 1 Entry Fees
Refurds will only be considered due to injury or illness of a horse or rider. All refund requests must be on
an official WWPHC refund request form and acco
statement on their letterhead. All refund requests tmisubmitted to the Show Secretary prior to the start
of the horse show. The Refund Request form is availbie the Show Secretary or on the website
www.kansaspainthorse.comOnly refunds considered taf the start of the show will be in the event of
death.

If mailed, the refund request must be postmarieiober 12,2009 NO EXCEPTIONS. No refund
allowances may be used at the show. If a horse is disqualified from showing by the Show Management or
Officials, or if a horse in entered and not shown, all fees will be forfeited. Once a refund is requested, the
original horse entered my not be shown in any class for the remainder of the show. Substitutions for an
injured horse may be made at no penaltyil 6 pm the night before the scheduled class. Refunds for $25
and under will not be paid. There will be no refunds on scratched classes.

Regular Class Refunds (APHA, NRHA WCHA, & Dual Approved NSBA)
Refund requests postmarked on or before Septeribe 20® with proper documentation, will be
consideredfor a refund of 100% of each class entry fee and stock fees. No office charges will be refunded.

Returned Checks
Any check returned to the WWPHC office will necessitate payment by certified funds, as weB@&8& $
returned check charge or stop payment charge in order for entries to be processed. If the situation is no
rectified prior to arriving at the horsemh, the agent/owner must bring certified funds to the Horse Show
Office for the entries to be processed. Any applicable late fees will also be applied due to the returned
check(s). Parties who have had checks returned in prior years will be requseldntd entries using
certified funds.
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Right to Refuse
In accordance with APHA Rules, Show management reserves the right to refuse, accept conditionally or
cancel any entries, also to disqualify exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of entries and cancel sitholg
damage.
